class descriptions
Flamenco Technique – These classes are offered to 

Beginning/Intermediate and advanced levels and are also offered in 

the children’s program. Flamenco technique teaches the fundamen-

tals of arm and body movement, footwork exercises and basic 

compás. For intermediate to advanced level students, this class 

serves as a great warm up and as a tool to work on individual style 

and learn new approaches to movement.  At all levels, postura 

(posture), brazeo (arm-work), vueltas (turns), taconeo (footwork) 

and compás (rhythm or beats) will be covered.

Flamenco for Dummies
(a one day master class for the absolute beginner)

This master class will be offered to those who are curious about 

Flamenco and are not yet ready to commit to a whole week of 

workshops. Intro to Flamenco will cover basic rhythms, arm 

technique, basic movement patterns and beginning footwork 

patterns. This is a perfect opportunity to wet your Flamenco feet!

Class will be taught on Friday, July 23 from 6:30 pm -8:00 pm at 

the University Center for the Performing Arts. (see registration 

form for details)

Repertoire Classes – Repertoire classes give the student a 

chance to learn choreography. Each instructor will work with a 

different rhythm and at the corresponding level.  Elements 

covered will include: the entrada (entrance), marcaje (marking), 

escobilla (footwork) and llamadas (calls), as required by the 

choreography. Choreography will be reviewed and added to 

each day.  Students should pay attention to the levels indicated 

on the schedule so they do not register in classes that are too 

advanced.  A student’s ability to remain in a level beyond the 

first day is left to the discretion of the instructor.

Children’s Technique – Children will learn basic palmas, 

armwork and technique drills for castanets, footwork and turns. 

These exercises will strengthen the arms and the body as well as 

train the ear to follow various Flamenco rhythms.

Children’s Repertoire – Children will learn the basic 

structures for the Tangos and Sevillanas rhythm.  Elements 

covered will include the marcaje (marking), and escobilla 

(footwork) as required by the choreography. Choreography will 

be reviewed and added to each day.  

Children’s Percussion - Students will learn technique for 

various rhythms and at varying levels of complexity.  Students 

who do not have a cajón, may bring another percussion 

instrument such as a dumbec, frame drum, etc.



workshop faculty bios
Antonio Granjero was born in 1970 in Jerez de la 

Frontera (Cádiz). He began his studies in classical 

Spanish dance, classical ballet, and Flamenco when he 

was ten years old with Fernando Belmonte and Paco del 

Río, who also had a performance group called 

Albarizuela, in which Antonio participated. Antonio 

Granjero has performed and appeared in television 

programs throughout Israel, Italy, England, Switzerland, 

France, Japan, and Spain and worked for years in the 

Spanish programs: La Danza, Dabadabada, La Cometa 

Blanca, Música y Músicos and Compositores Españoles. 

In 1991, Granjero moved to Madrid and joined the 

“Carmen Cortes Dance Company,” where he had the opportunity to share the 

stage with such prestigious artists as Antonio Canales, Gerardo Nu-ñez, and others. 

The following year, he was invited to reappear with Albarizuela and represented 

Jeréz in the International Exposition in Seville (EXPO 92).

 After finishing the Expo 92, Granjero returned to Madrid where he 

remained for two years performing Flamenco dance in the tablaos of Madrid: Venta 

del Gato, La Alcazaba and Café de Chinitas, where he was La Chunga’s dancing 

partner. He also worked in concert rooms such as Casa Patas, Caracol and Revolver. 

In the summer of 1995, Granjero traveled to the United States to join the María 

Benitez Company as a soloist and choreographer, and since then has continued his 

collaborative relationship with the company during the summer season and autumn 

tours.

 Granjero’s U.S appearances have included, New York’s Joyce Theatre, 

the Majestic Theater in Dallas, The Jacob’s Pillow festival in Denver, and various 

performances in Seattle, Phoenix, Salt Lake City, Los Angeles, Boston, Spring-field, 

Philadelphia, New Orleans and Montreal; and has had sold out performances at the 

Hobby Center Theater in Houston, Festival Flamenco de Santa Bárbara, and at the 

Empire Theatre of San Antonio. At present, he performs as guest artist with the 

Maria Serrano Company (Sevilla), Esmeralda Enriquez Company (Canada), 

Susana Dipalma (Minnesota), and the Victor Monge “Serranito” Company. 

Granjero’s has had the honor of performing at the most prestigious Flamenco 

event in the world, also known as the “Bienal of Sevilla” as well as the “Festival 

of Jeréz” with the Cañizares Company. He also presented a new show that was 

in the Bienal de Flamenco de Sevilla which resulted in a European tour.

Damaris Ferrer is the Artistic Director of the 

Bailes Ferrer Flamenco Dance Company in Fort 

Lauderdale, Florida where she has dedicated her 

career to promoting and teaching the art of 

Flamenco music and dance. Ms. Ferrer has toured 

nationally and internationally with Ballet Hispánico, 

José Molina Bailes Españoles, All Nations Dance 

Company, Ballet Argentino Raíces and Mary Street 

Dance Theater. Her efforts and talents as an artist, 

and her contributions to the arts have been 

constantly recognized through such awards as the 

Tito Puente Scholarship Fund (three time recipient), 

the National Foundation for Advancement in the Arts (1987) and the Individual 

Artist Fellowship from the State of Florida (2002).

 Ms. Ferrer is currently teaching classes and workshops at the 

University Center for the Performing Arts and continues her collaborations with 

local and guest artists.

 Since the company’s inception, Ms. Ferrer has established such 

annual events as Café Cantante and workshops in Flamenco music and dance.  

These later grew into the Flamenco in the Sun Festival, which she co-founded in 

2004 with Niurca Marquez.



workshop faculty bios
Paola Escobar was born in Colombia.  She has danced with the 

modern dance company L’explose with which she participated in 

the Festival de Almada (Portugal), Festival de Teatro de Cadiz, 

Festival de los Veranos de la Villa (Madrid), Festival Madrid Sur, 

Festival Latinidades (Sao Paulo).  While with the company, she 

also performed at La Maison de la Danse (Lyon), Theatre de la 

Comedie (France), Teatro Colón and Teatro de la Candelaria 

(Colombia).  She was part of Afrocontemporaneo 34% Visibles 

project and participated in the Let’s Kick Up Our Heels Festival 

in Toronto, Festival de San Sebastian in Spain, and the Festival de 

Teatro de Medillín, among others.  As a Flamenco dancer, she has 

worked in Havana with the companies Ecos and Aires. In Bogota 

she directed her own company Taconearte.  Her work, Flamenco 24 Horas, received the 

National Prize in 2005 and the award for creation, Pasos 2002, among others. Currently 

residing in Florida, she has participated in Calle Flamenca with Bailes Fer-rer (2006) and 

had the lead role in Las Brujas de Salem with Ballet Flamenco La Rosa (2007).  In 2006,

she premiered her work, Viaje de Regreso, at the Colony Theater in Miami Beach. 

Brianna Austin’s early natural talent for 

rhythms led to training in Middle Eastern and 

Flamenco dance and, shortly thereafter, to 

percussion. She has studied dance with an 

impressive array of teachers including Myriam 

Eli, Serena Ramzy, Virginia, Bozenka, Jillina, 

Rachel Brice, Elena Lentini (Middle Eastern), 

Leandra La Greca, Omayra Amaya, Joaquin 

Enciñias, Maria Pages, Damaris Ferrer, and 

Farruquito (Flamenco). Ms. Austin has also 

studied dumbek with renowned artists: “Sultan 

of Swing” Hossam Ramzy, Joe Zeytoonian, and 

Daveed Korup; Flamenco cajón with Manuel Soler and Francisco Javier 

Orozco “Yiyi”; djembe with Jan Sebon; and conga with Richie Flores.  She 

currently teaches Middle Eastern dance at the University Center for the 

Performing Arts and, together with Erin Harkin, is a co-founder of Masala 

Middle Eastern Fusion.
